  


Bullying and Harassment Policy
January 2008
“Come With Us & Learn” will not tolerate the bullying or harassment of its members either intentionally or implied.

If any member feels they are being bullied or harassed, ask the individuals to stop their actions, otherwise they may not be aware they are causing you distress. If they are not comfortable or reluctant to do this ask a tutor or centre co-ordinator to act on you’re behalf.

If the person ignores the request and continues to cause distress the member should contact a centre tutor to discuss the situation.

If the member prefers they can arrange to meet the centre co-ordinator or ask for an independent person to be brought in for an in confidence discussion.

Action will only be taken with the permission of the member making the complaint; the overriding factor must be to protect individuals form further harassment.

In cases of proven harassment and or bullying the individual concerned will have the facility to use the centre withdrawn. 
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
